Current Position

I head a newly re-established centre, the Centre for Tropical Tourism Research. This Centre was established to undertake tourism centred research as well as consultancies. When I took over the Centre I brought with me a research team of three Postdoctoral researchers, a research assistant, three part time researchers and six PhD students. The major projects that were undertaken by the Postdoctoral researchers concluded on 30th June 2010 reducing the size of the research team. Total funding over the previous 4 years for this research was AUD$1.5m. A key component of this public good research was working closely with tourism industry stakeholders. This entailed giving regular talks to industry, protected area managers and tourism firms as well as running a biannual research forum with Tropical Tourism North Queensland, the Regional Tourism Authority that represents the region the Cairns campus of the University is located in. Information was distributed in the form of two page Fact sheets, technical reports, and a quarterly barometer of statistics, all available on the web.  Further projects are anticipated to commence in January 2011. Ongoing funded work through the Centre includes a segmentation of rainforest tourists, destination visitor survey, research for local tourism authorities and data collection and analysis for Regional Development Australia. Other research issues being undertaken include farm tourism research and the impact of climate change on tourism demand and supply in North Queensland. All researchers are externally funded.
